6 Things to Remember  

Your community is policed by the Mint Hill 

Police Department. You can help your police 

department do a better job protecting you 

and your property if you will follow these 

six suggestions.  

1. Complete the reverse side of this pam-

phlet & keep it in a safe place.  The in-

formation listed is invaluable in tracing 

lost or stolen articles. Without identifica-

tion, property cannot be used as evi-

dence, cannot be traced & returned to 

you or may be returned to the thief on 

demand.  

2. Do promptly notify your police depart-

ment of any unusual or suspicious per-

son, vehicle or activity in your vicinity.  

3. Do promptly report any loss, theft or dam-

age of your property to your police de-

partment.  

4. Do keep your garage doors closed and 

your property stored as securely as pos-

sible. Articles that are plainly visible or 

lying unattended are an open invitation 

to thieves and vandals.  

5. Do keep a light on in your home at night! 

Darkness invites crime.....light discour-

ages crime.  

6. Don’t leave your residence for long peri-

ods of time unless you arrange for mail 

pick-up and discontinue deliveries.
